REGISTER FOR CAMP

Reserve your camp weeks: A $10 non-refundable deposit 
      per camp week is required at the time of registration and 
      is subtracted from your weekly rate. The remaining balance 
      will be processed the Monday prior to the week of camp. 

A two-week notice is required to cancel without being charged.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Do you offer a multi-child discount? Yes! Families with two or more children signing up for the
same camp week receive a $5 discount per week of camp for each additional child.

Is a YMCA membership required to attend camp? Membership is not required to register for
camp. However, those who maintain a YMCA membership at the time of registration through the
end of a camp session receive member rates.

Do you offer financial assistance? The YMCA is a non-profit charitable organization that
strengthens the foundations of our community and provides financial assistance for those
unable to pay the standard rates. Visit your local branch to learn more.

How do I receive communication about weekly activities? Weekly schedules will be available at
camp sites each week. Site leaders will also send weekly emails with updates and detailed
information in regards to the upcoming week. Please make sure we have your email address.

Are there field trips? Yes! Y Summer Camp youth participants will be off-site at field trips on a
weekly basis. We will be sharing field trip locations in the near future!
